This is the information about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At our academy we currently follow the Charanga music scheme.  This scheme of work  maps the key skills, knowledge and concepts, for each year group, and is designed to build on previous knowledge and support progression throughout the key stage.

· In addition to the core music curriculum each year group completes a unit of work focusing on a prominent composer, genre of music and key piece of music.
Year 3: Mozart – Horn Concerto – 3rd Movement
Year 4: Beethoven – 5th Symphony – 1st Movement
Year 5 – Holst – Mars from the Planet Suite
Year 6 – Handel – Zadok the Priest
· In addition to the composer units, the children are exposed to music from different composers, through the ‘Composer of the Term’, which is introduced during whole school assemblies. 
· Years 5 and 6 also have the opportunity to explore and compose music using technology, through the DB Primary resource, which is used during ICT session. 
· At this stage, we have begun to consider the DfE model music curriculum (March 2021), non-statutory guidance for teaching music.  Key areas for development and implementation have been identified to be considered further and embedded and is therefore part of the academy improvement plan for 2024/25. 
· There is an opportunity for pupils to learn to play an instrument during lesson time at this academy.  
· Year 4 String (Ukuleles or Violin, Viola, Cello) – during the Autumn term whole class tuition provided by NMPAT
· There are two key music related partnerships Studfall Junior Academy has to support curriculum music, and this starts with our relationship with the local music hub, and also with Rock Steady.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Wider Music Opportunities
This is our information about the opportunities for Studfall Junior pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils at our academy can make progress in Music beyond the core curriculum.
	Studfall Junior Academy offers a range of music tuition outside of what is taught in lesson time (as described above) and this includes:
· Rock Steady, who work with groups of children to form rock bands – children learn to play an instrument (drums, keyboard, guitar), and also to sing as part of a band.  
· DSP – NMPAT provide a 10 week ‘Reach the Stars’ block tailored to the needs of our DSP children and their specific learning challenges.  This involves singing and playing instruments. This is provided on a yearly basis. 
· Children have been given the opportunity to take part in singing workshops provided by MNPAT 
A smaller number of Studfall pupils make progress in music outside of lesson time, through one to one and small group sessions, as a continuation of the First Access music project, through NMPAT.   Parents sign up to and pay for directly with the provider.  
· Charging and remissions information can be found on the main NMPAT website: https://nmpat.co.uk/finance-admin/families/pricing-payments/ - the tuition is subsidised for some Pupil Premium children otherwise this is chargeable. 


Part C: Musical Experiences
This section sets out all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have set out here what musical experiences and opportunities are planned for the standard academic year at Studfall Junior Academy. 
· Regular Musical performances (Year 4 Christmas concert at the local church, singing at the local community hospital, Year 6 leavers concert).
· Children to who take part in the local music hub First Access project, perform to parents at the end of the term. 
· Rock Steady music bands perform to school and parents at the end of each term. 
· The local music hub gives a live concert, involving their brass, string or woodwind ensemble biannually. 
· If we engage in events externally, they are paid for by donations from parents. There are subsidised options (such as Pupil Premium) or parents we know are facing financial hardship. 
· Children have attended a musical workshop at the local theatre (Corby Cube), to watch and participate in a performance of The magic Flute.


In the future
At our academy we have an ambition to enrich, broaden and continue to develop the opportunities and curriculum provision for Music. In this section we set out what this could be and what we hope to achieve. 
	Singing
As well as singing within music lessons (as part of the Charanga music lesson), teachers will be encouraged to use the Charanga ‘Sing’ feature, to be able to teach and expose their class to a variety of songs. 
Year 3 – Singing workshop (NMPAT generations project) 13/11/24
Year 5 – Singing workshop at Corby Cube (NMPAT and Royal Opera project) on 15/11/24


The music lead will set up an upper key stage 2 choir and explore opportunities for them to perform in events inside and outside of school. 
 Performed at Community Hospital on 10/12/24
Performed at school Christmas Fete on 16/12/24

Pupil Voice
The music lead will meet with groups of children from across the school, to talk about their musical experiences within lessons, and extracurricular.  Discuss what the children enjoy and what they would like more of.  Complete 6/11/24

CPD 
The music lead will carry observations of music lessons in each year group to help support and identify any training needs. Complete 27/1/25 and 28/1/25
Individual feedback was given, following observations KM to work with year to look at the units they teach.

Staff will complete a questionnaire, which will highlight areas of music they feel confident in teaching, and areas they require further CPD. 

Refresher training for new and existing staff will take place on staff training days, using the Charanga CPD recorded webinars, and follow up activities created by the music lead. Completed 30/9/24
